The Huntington View Garden Club History
The Huntington View Garden Club was formed in 1964 in Huntington Beach.  Early members wanted to learn to garden in their new yards.  They also wanted to have a say in public plantings around their neighborhoods.  The parent organization was Woman's National Farm and Garden.  There were garden clubs in most New England and Midwestern states.  One famous member in Michigan was THE Mrs. Henry Ford!  

In 1983 the clubs in California sponsored the National Convention!  There were 3 clubs in the Palm Springs area and 3 clubs in Orange County.  The convention was held in Newport Beach.  It was certainly an exciting time!  In the latter half of the 1980's 2 of the 3 Orange County clubs went out of existence.  The Huntington View Garden Club was the only one left.  One of the charter members was still a member!  Jean Roberts was honored with a special Flower Show award named after her.  She continued to be a member through most of the 1990's.

In 1992 the members decided to disassociate with Woman's National Farm and Garden.  The members felt that WNF&G was so far away and could not give support to the Club.  The members decided to join the Orange District of California Garden Clubs because there were many neighboring clubs.  We have benefited greatly from that decision!  We have been able to have access to many more speakers.  Much information is available to us from the District as well as the state organization.
Our club no longer gives scholarships to horticultural students because it has been difficult to communicate with the colleges.  So we make donations to Penny Pines, which helps with reforestation in Cleveland national Forest, the Shipley Nature Center, the Butterfly Park and State projects.
